Edmund Park Homeowner Association (EPHOA)

Rules & Regulations

The following rules apply to all residents/homeowners of Edmund Park.  The rules are taken directly from the EPHOA covenants and supplemented by the EPHOA Board (the “Board”) as permitted by the covenants.  These rules are intended to provide guidelines for certain issues that arise with some frequency.  Please note the EHPOA covenants contain additional restrictions not addressed here.  Terms have the same meaning as those defined in the covenants. 

Information regarding violations of these rules may be directed to any EPHOA Board member to discuss concerns.   Board member’s contact information can be found at www.edmundpark.net.  However, before reporting violations, please consider politely raising the issue with your neighbor, who may not be aware they are in violation or somehow causing inconvenience.
I. Rules

1. Landscaping/Maintenance. Each owner is responsible for maintaining their lot in a neat, clean condition, including maintenance of all buildings, fences, other structures and landscaping.  (5.01)

a. Grass should be mowed and edged with reasonable frequency; bushes and plants should be kept neatly trimmed; and beds and unplanted areas should be mulched and weeded.  Trees and shrubs should be pruned so that they do not block sidewalks or roads.

b. If the Board determines that an owner fails or refuses to appropriately maintain their home or yard, the Association may provide necessary maintenance, cleaning or repair at the cost of the owner, after providing written notice of its intent to do so. (5.02) 

2. Parking/Motor vehicles - All automobiles owned or used by residents/homeowners or other than temporary guests and visitors must be parked in driveways or garages to the extent that space is available.  Garages may not be used for storage or otherwise so that they become unavailable for parking cars therein.  (9.16)  Georgia law prohibits parking within 30 feet of a stop sign.

3. Architectural Control Committee (ACC).  Almost any external change to your home requires ACC approval.  No Structure may be placed or permitted to remain on any lot, nor may any existing Structure be altered in any way that materially changes the exterior appearance of the Structure, e.g., changing paint color, unless the plans and specifications for the Structure have been first submitted to and approved in writing by the ACC. (9.04)

a. Structure is defined to include (i) any thing or object, the placement of which on any lot may affect the appearance of such lot, including any building, garage, porch, gazebo, shed, greenhouse or bathhouse, coop or cage, covered or uncovered patio, swimming pool, tennis court, fence, curbing, paving, wall, sign, signboard, satellite dish, mailbox, driveway, temporary or permanent living quarters (ii) any excavation, grading, diversion dam or other thing that affects or alters the natural flow of surface waters from, upon or across any lot, or which affects or alters the flow of any waters in any natural or artificial creek, stream, wash or drainage channel from, upon or across any lot; and (iii) any change in grade at any point on a lot of more than 6 inches. (1.20)

b. If a homeowner adds or alters a Structure on a lot without prior approval of the ACC, the Association has the right to have the Structure removed or altered and to assess any associated cost against the homeowner. (9.08)
c. Information on the ACC request process and ACC approval request forms are available on the EPHOA website at www.edmundpark.net and questions can be submitted to the ACC committee at acc@edmundpark.net. 
4. Pets.  Pets must be on a leash at all times when outside of fenced areas on a lot.  All outdoor pets must be kept within a fenced area.  No pet may be allowed to make an unreasonable amount of noise or to become a nuisance.  

Please clean up after your pets.  Pet excrement may not be left in the yards of other residents or on the islands within Edmund Park.  As a general rule, unless you have a homeowner’s permission to do so, you should not permit your pets to enter their yard or relieve themselves therein.  (Dog urine kills plants and destroys landscaping.)  Additionally, pet excrement should periodically be removed from yards where pets reside as it causes unpleasant odors and health hazards that may affect neighboring homes. (9.14)
5. Trash containers, yard equipment, lawn mowers, woodpiles and similar items must be located or screened from view of neighboring streets and property. (9.15)  Trash containers may not put out more than 24 hours before pick-up and should be removed from the curb within 12 hours of pick-up.
6. Satellite dishes no larger than one meter in diameter are permitted. Dishes should be installed as unobtrusively as possible, preferably at the rear of the house. If reception allows, dishes should be attached to the dwelling and should not be visible from the street. Exterior antennae of any other type require ACC approval. (9.12)  

7. Fences.  No fence or wall may be erected, maintained or altered on any lot without prior written approval of the ACC. (9.18)  Fence cleaning and maintenance is the homeowner’s responsibility.

8. Signs. Except for the following, signs are not allowed on lots:

a. Signs required by legal proceedings

b. For sale or rent signs

c. Security signs. (9.20)

9. Mailboxes must be uniform throughout the Subdivision. (9.22)

10. Outside clotheslines are not permitted. (9.23)

11. Artificial vegetation, exterior sculptures, fountains or similar items may not be constructed, placed or maintained on any lot without prior written approval of the ACC.  Storage buildings must be attached to the rear of the dwelling, must blend with the design of the dwelling, and be approved by the ACC. (9.24)

12. Guns. The use of firearms is expressly prohibited.  The term “firearms” includes, without limitation, BB guns, pellet guns and small firearms of all types.  (9.25)

13. Recreational equipment, playground equipment and children’s toys may only be placed or installed in back yards as approved by the ACC.  Basketball goals may be placed adjacent to the driveway only with the prior written consent of the ACC.  Such goals may not be attached to the residential dwelling on any lot.  Above-ground pools are not permitted. (9.29)

14. Trees.  Except for dead, damaged or diseased trees, no trees having a diameter of six inches (6”) or more (as measured at a point twelve inches (12”) above ground level) may be removed without the prior written approval of the ACC.  (9.31)

15. Window Treatments.  Bed sheets, plastic sheets, newspapers, plastic storm windows or similar window treatments may not be placed in any window. (9.39)

16. Hoses.  Except during periods of actual use, hoses may not be placed in front or side yards unless stored in a decorative fashion or screened from public view. (9.40)

II.  Enforcement Process

Whereas Section 7.1 of the EPHOA Bylaws grants the Board of Directors the power to protect community harmony by providing guidelines and a procedure to address conditions that disrupt that harmony, the following rules enforcement procedures will be followed: 

1. The Board of Directors is authorized to enforce the Rules as outlined in the EPHOA Rules. 

2. Rules violations are to be reported to the Board of Directors or Access Management Group in writing and signed by the complainant.  The complaint will be investigated as soon as possible. 

3. If the report of violation is accurate, written notice will be sent to the Owner that they are not in compliance with the EPHOA rules.  The first notice of the violation will be regarded as a warning, unless otherwise stipulated in the Association Rules.  

4. The homeowner will have 10 days to rectify the situation and inform the Board of such action.  If the necessary action cannot reasonably be completed in 10 days, the homeowner must provide the Board with a status report and an anticipated date of completion within the 10-day period.  
5. If, after 10 days the violation is not cleared or is repeated, the homeowner will be fined as outlined below, after notice and a hearing, until the violation is cleared.  Alternatively, depending on the nature and extent of the violation, the Board may decide, after appropriate notice to the homeowner, to hire a contractor to rectify the situation, and bill the homeowner for any cost incurred. 
Schedule of Fines for Violations 

· Parking: $25 per occurrence or $10 a day for ongoing violations.

· Rules violation: $25 per occurrence or $10 a day for ongoing violations.

· Architectural: $25 per day after notice and failure to cure violation

· Late or Non-Payment of Assessments: See Covenants Section 8.08.
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
